way to meeting our goal!! 
 
• 6,325 Internet-accessible computers are being 

installed in classrooms across our state, and will 
all be in place by the beginning of the 2001-2002 
school year. 

 
• 14 computers are being installed right here at 

Akin Elementary in Greenville, and a total of 
191 computers are being installed in the 
Greenville Public Schools. 

 
• These children are already benefiting from our 

efforts. 
 
• Carolyn Shanks, CEO and President of Entergy 

Mississippi has graciously agreed to serve as my 
co-chair for the campaign to secure the funds we 
need to install the remaining computers. 

 
• I would like to ask her to say a few words, 

Carolyn. 
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• Carolyn, I appreciate your commitment, and the 
commitment of Entergy. 

 
• Carolyn knows first-hand the importance of 

computers and technology in the workplace, and 
she also knows that their importance will only 
strengthen. 

 
• We are able to install these computers because of 

a strong public/private partnership.
