On January 4, 2000, Ronnie Musgrove was elected Mississippi's 62nd Governor.

His term as Governor follows a distinguishing career of public service. As a two-
term State Senator, he chaired the Education Committee. As Lieutenant Governor, he
was recognized nationally as a leader among his peers, and the Governor served as
chairman of the National Conference of Lieutenant Governors in 1998.

Currently he serves on the Executive Committee of the Southern Regional
Education Board, the Chairman-elect of the Southern States Energy Board, the National
Board for Professional Teaching Standards, the National Assessment Governing Board,
the National Board of Directors of Jobs for America's Graduates and the Executive
Committee of the Democratic Governor's Association. In addition, Governor Musgrove
serves on the Executive Committee of the National Governors' Association.
