Cinnamon 
Coffee Cake

Ingredients:

2 - sticks of oleo (cream)
2 - cups of sugar
2 - eggs
2 - cups plain flour
1 -  easpoon baking powder
¼ - teaspoon salt
1 - small carton sour cream
1 - teaspoon vanilla

Filling Ingredients:

½ - cup chopped nuts
1 - Tablespoon cinnamon
2 - Tablespoons of 

powdered sugar
