WHEREAS,  the  Mississippi  Archaeological  Association  is  an  organization  of 
professional  archaeologists  and  lay  people  actively  involved  with  archaeology  and 
archaeological  preservation,  united  in  a  common effort  to  understand  the  prehistory  and 
history of Mississippi and the surrounding region; and

WHEREAS,  Archaeology awareness  in  Mississippi  is  a  worthwhile  endeavor  to 
educate and cultivate awareness for Mississippi’s rich cultural heritage; and 

WHEREAS,  with  the  support  of  Archaeology  Mississippi,  Inc,  The  Mississippi 
Humanities  Council,  The  Mississippi  Archaeological  Association,  The  Mississippi 
Department of Transportation, The Mississippi Department of Archives and History,  The 
Mississippi  Association of  Professional  Archaeologists,  The Department  of  Anthropology 
and Sociology at the University of Southern Mississippi and many other dedicated agencies, 
we are able to offer educational opportunities, throughout the state, in the month of October;

WHEREAS,  programs such as Mississippi History Now, Archaeo Road Show and 
the “Mississippi Hands-on History: A Traveling Trunk Program” have been developed to
